What happens when kids leave early?

Students leaving early due to medical appointments are asked 
to bring a doctor’s note for documentation.

Attendance letters regarding excessive absences (including tardies and 
early pick ups) will be sent according to district policy and state law.  

Truancy filing can result from failure to comply with Texas attendance laws.
